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SALON
REPUBLIKY

Vletech 1765 aZ 1789 byl
Hradec Kralové na ptikaz
cisafe Josefa Il. pfestavén na
vojenskou pevnost, kterd
vzhledem ke své mohutnosti
zménila nejen vzhled mésta,
ale i celého okoli. Prestoze
byla pevnost vynikajicim tech-
nickym dilem, jeji vojensky
vyznam nepfetrzité klesal,
takZe na konci 19. stoleti byla
zrusena. Veskeré pozemky
vcetné hradeb a budov presly
podepsanim transakeni
smlouvy v roce 1893 do
majetku mésta. Timto aktem

byly vytvoreny viechny pfed-
poklady pro architektonické
obrozeni mésta. Proziravost
jeho tehdejsich predstavitel(
se projevila uz v roce 1884,
kdy byla vypséna na tehdejsi
dobu ojedinéld mezinarodni
soutéz na regulacni plan més-
ta. Podminkou bylo zaloZenf
novych ¢asti mésta s vyuzitim
viech vymozenosti
modernfho stavitelstvi. Dal3f
aktualizované plany byly pod-
kladem pro vystavbu
modernfho Hradce Krélové.

Urcujici vliv na prosazenti
nového vyvoje méla osobnost
starosty Frantiska Ulricha,
ktery v této funkci plsobil

od roku 1895 aZ do roku
1929. UZ v devadesatych
letech 19. stoletf se podafilo
realizovat vystavbu nékolika
vyznamnych vefejnych budov
v okolf historického jadra a na
Pospisilove t¥idé. Uroven hra-
decké architektury pfed prvni
svétovou valkou vyrazné
ovlivnil zakladatel modernf
Ceské architektury Jan Kotéra,
ktery svou tvorbou inspiro-
val celou mladsi generaci
architektd tvoficich v Hradci
Kralové aZ do tficatych let
dvacétého stoleti. Zasadnf
stavbou charakterizovanou
prechodem od secese

k moderné byla Kotérova
budova muzea postavena

v letech 1909 az 1912.

Po kratké prestavce zpUso-
bené prvni svétovou vélkou
pokracoval stavebn{ vyvoj
vystavbou nového centra
Hradce Kralové na pravém
brehu Labe, kde vznikly
ucelené urbanistické soubo-
ry s vynikajicimi stavbami

pfednich ceskych architektd.
Vedouci osobnosti v otazkach
Uzemniho pldnovani se od
poloviny 20. let stal vyznamny
Cesky architekt a Zak Jana
Kotéry Josef Gocar. Jeho
regulacni plan z let 1926 azZ
1928 splnil ndro¢na ocekavani
a stal se pevnym zakladem
pro dal3f stavebni rozvoj
mésta. Gocar navrhl obklopit
staré mesto pasem zeleng,
nové ctvrte roz¢lenil do péti
sektorl oddélenych navzajem
klidovymi pasy a spojenych se
starym meéstem vzdy jednou
komunikaci. Regula¢ni plan
predepisoval i vyskova feseni
jednotlivych domd, pocet
pater, Upravu dvord a zahrad.

Tento regula¢ni plan Josef
Gocar postupné naplnhoval
také svymi projekty, z nichz
nékteré vstoupily do dé&jin
modernf ¢eské architektu-
ry. Z Gocarovy prostorové
koncepce vychazeli i dalsf
architekti, ktefi zde vyprojek-
tovali desitky kvalitnich objek-
td. Z dlouhé fady architektd,
ktefi se na vystavbé mésta
podileli, jmenujme alespon
VAaclava Rejchla, Jana Rejchla,

Oldficha Lisku, Josefa Friouka
nebo Bohumila Waiganta.
Vedeni mésta podporo-

valo nejen verfejné budovy

a bytovou vystavbu, ale také
realizaci novych komunikacf,
mosty, nabreZi, ndmésti,
zaklddalo parky.

Stavebni ¢innost v Hradci
Krdlové ve 20. a 30. letech
méla ohlas doma i v zahranicf.
Prijizdéli sem zéstupci fady
mést, aby poznali metody
zdejsi vystavby, predstavi-
telé mésta byli zvani na
mezinarodni kongresy

o urbanismu. Mésto, do-
sud malé svym rozsahem,
ziskavalo velkoméstsky raz
a opravnénou povest
salonu republiky.
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By order of Emperor Joseph |,
Hradec Kralové was convert-
ed into a military stronghold
between 1765 and 1789. Due
to its sheer scale it changed
not only the appearance of
the city, but also the entire
area around it. Although the
stronghold structure was an
excellent piece of techni-

cal engineering, its military
importance declined over the
years and at the end of the
19th century the concept of
a stronghold was abandoned.
After the signing of the trans-

action contract in 1893 all the
land, including the defensive
walls and buildings, became
the property of the city. This
deed laid the foundation

for the architectural revival

of the city. The foresight of
the then town officials first
showed itself in 1884, when
quite uniquely for that period
of time — an international
competition for a master plan
of the city was held. The prin-
cipal condition was the estab-
lishment of new city quarters
using all of the innovations

of modern architecture. The
subsequent updated plans
were the groundwork for the
development of the modern
city of Hradec Kralové.

Mayor Frantisek Ulrich, who
held this position from 1895
to 1929, played the key role

in pushing through the ideas
connected with the new
development. The 1890s
witnessed the successful
construction of several major
public buildings around the
historical core and in Po-
spisilova Avenue. The standard
of Hradec Krélové architec-
ture before World War | was
significantly influenced by the
founder of modern Czech ar-
chitecture — Jan Kotéra, whose
work inspired a whole gen-
eration of young architects
active in Hradec Kralové until
the 1930s. The major structure
reflecting the transition from
Art Nouveau to Modernism
was the museum building
constructed to the design of
Kotéra in 1909-1912.

After a short break caused by
World War |, building activities
focused on the development
of a new centre of Hradec
Krélové on the right bank of
the River Elbe, where inte-
grated urban complexes were
built boasting outstanding

structures by top Czech archi-
tects. From the mid-1920s, the
notable Czech architect and
avid student of Jan Kotéra,
Josef Gocar assumed the
position of a major figure in
town planning matters. His
Master Plan of 1926-1928 met
the challenging expectations
and became a solid founda-
tion for the further building
development of the city.
Gocar proposed surrounding
the old town with a belt of
greenery and dividing the
new quarters into five sectors
separated with tranquil belts
and connected with the old
town by one radial road each.
The Master Plan also regulated
height parameters of individ-
ual buildings, the number of
floors as well as inner yard and
garden design and
landscaping.

This Master Plan was put

into practice piece by piece
— also by Josef Gocar himself
through his own projects,
some of which are consid-
ered masterpieces of modern
Czech architecture. Gocar's
spatial concept was followed

by other architects, who de-
signed several excellent struc-
tures in the city. Of the large
number of architects, who
contributed to the building
development of the city, let
us name at least Vaclav Rejchl,
Jan Rejchl, Oldfich Liska, Josef
Friouk and Bohumil Waigant.
The municipality supported
not only public buildings and
housing development, but
also the construction of new
roads, bridges, embankments
and squares and it set out to
establish parks.

The Hradec Kralové construc-
tion activities of the 1920s and
1930s received a favourable
response both at home and
abroad. Representatives of
various towns and cities used
to go there to learn about

the methods used in building
development and the city
officials were often invited to
international urbanism con-
gresses. Though still small in
its dimensions, Hradec Krélové
started gaining a metropolitan
character along with the de-
served attribute of the “Salon
of the Republic”,

Frantisek Ulrich is undoubt-
edly one of the most impor-
tant personalities of Hradec
Krélové. He graduated from
the Faculty of Law in Prague
and in 1888 he opened a law
firm. Due to his activities in
public affairs he was elect-
ed to the post of Councillor
in 1892 and in 1895 Mayor
of Hradec Krélové. He held
this office continuously for
almost 35 years, until 1929.
As the Mayor he is credited
with the redevelopment of
Hradec Kralové into a modern
city, which in a short time
started being referred to as
the “Salon of the Republic”.
Ulrich targeted his activities at
turning the city into the hub
of the region and ensuring it

had excellent connections not

only by rail and road but also
by air and water. At that time,

he collaborated with the most

significant Czech architects,
headed by Jan Kotéra and

Josef Goc¢ar and endeavoured
to make Hradec Kralové the
pinnacle of construction de-
sign.In 1901 he was elected
regional deputy and he ac-
tively worked in many public
institutions. As Chairman of
the Middle-Elbe Committee
he was greatly involved in the
regulation of the Rivers Elbe
and Orlice in the territory of
the city and pushed forward
the project of making the
Middle-Elbe navigable.



JOSEF VACLAV BOHUSLAV PILNACEK

entrepreneur, mayor
*1877, Kukleny
T 1949, Hradec Krélové

Josef Pilnd¢ek graduated from
the Business Academy in
Chrudim and helped to devel-
op the family plant producing
soap, candles and perfume.
Serving as Mayor from 1929 to
1942, he successfully con-
tinued the work of his more
famous predecessor, when he
managed to finish the original
urban concept of the city. He
was a member of many clubs
and associations, for example
The Rotary Club and Sokol.

As an avid hiker, he supported
tourism in the Orlické
Mountains.

Josef Gocér studied at the
Civil Engineering Depart-
ment of the State Technical
School and at the Prague
School of Applied Arts under
Jan Kotéra.

Bank (1922-1923), State
Tannery School (1923-1924),
Rasin State Grammar School
(1925-1927), Council and Mu-
nicipal Schools (1927-1928),
State Railway Headquarters
(1929-1932) and District and
Revenue Authorities (1932—
1936); 11 of his other projects
unfortunately did not come to
fruition. In 1926-1928 he also
created the Hradec Krélové
Master Plan, which with a
forward-thinking approach
addressed the issue of devel-
oping the city on the principle
of building satellite housing
estates located around the old
town. Josef Gocar's notable

buildings to be found beyond
Hradec Krélové include the
Wenke House in Jaroméf
(1910), the Spa House in
Bohdanec (1910-13) and the
Prague constructions — The
Cubist House of the Black Ma-
donna and the Church of St.
