Zoos Parks

For exotic species such as camels, turtles and cougars,
you can go to the StéZery Zoo Park, which has been
raising animals for over 25 years, or to the Stit Biopark
near Chlumec nad Cidlinou. There, you will mainly find
animals threatened with extinction.

Thanks to the original accommodation right on site,
you can admire the folk buildings without restrictions
and calmly think about what the strange tools inside
the cottages were probably used for. You can find
old memories and answers in the Kriiovice
Open-Air Museum located in the Orlické Hory region.

Site of the Battle of 1866

The 1866 War Museum, along with the educational trails
and almost five hundred monuments in the vicinity, paints
a perfect picture of one of the bloodiest battles of the 19th

century. Who emerged victorious from the Prussian-Austrian
conflict is a matter known to many, what the consequences
of this victory were and what preceded it all, you can best
find out directly at the scene of the battle,
i.e. in Chlum near Hradec Kralové.
